TCI Asia (Transforming communities for Inclusion of persons with psychosocial disabilities, Asia) is an Asian Alliance of people with psychosocial disabilities, and cross disability supporters, working in Asian region.  TCI Asia is an independent, regional DPO of Asian persons with psychosocial disabilities. TCI Asia focuses on the monitoring and implementation of all human rights for persons with mental health problems and psychosocial disabilities, as directed by the United Nations Convention on the Rights of persons with Disabilities (UNCRPD).  Our focus is on Article 19 (Living independently and being included in the community), expanding on the pedagogy and manifesting the practice of it in Asia. 
Our Vision:  "Full freedoms and enjoyment of all human rights, and the full inclusion of persons with psychosocial disabilities, in compliance with the CRPD".
TCI Asia has 16 country members in Asia, with alliance of national groups of persons with psychosocial disabilities, as well as individuals; with supporting cross disability organizations and a number of technical support agencies. We are making strong working linkages in the Pacific Islands countries, and will soon become "TCI Asia Pacific". 
TCI Asia has had successful engagement within countries by enabling multi stakeholder dialogue platforms, technical guidance to country governments, capacity building and offering trainings on the UNCRPD and inclusion, and empowerment of emerging leaders and national organizations of persons with psychosocial disabilities. 
TCI Asia, has made 'Mission' visits to several countries in Asia and the Pacific,  has had regular annual plenary consultative processes towards movement building, and several organizational and strategy development workshops to strengthen the structure and process of the organization. We are moving towards registration as a legal fiscal entity; and invite long term sustainable support and partnerships. 
TCI Asia aspires be an example on the importance of peaceful dialogue towards transforming communities for inclusion. What we project in our advocacy is clarity of message and steadfastness  of method, delivered with calm.

· Technical consultancy to national governments in Asia on policy making for inclusion
